The Book Festival takes place each year because of the huge commitment and hard work of its team of 13 permanent and 100+ temporary staff.

If you are interested in joining this team you must have an interest in literature and the arts, and be ready to work hard in a strongly customer facing role.

We are recruiting staff to work in the box office, our bookshops, our children’s activity corner, front of house and at our temporary booksales warehouse. Because of the huge number of applications we receive, and the relative shortness of the contracts, relevant experience is a must.  

The Book Festival runs from 9 – 26 August 2008 and front of house, activity corner and booksales jobs are for this period only (although you may be required to start up to a week beforehand). Box office staff are required either to a) start on 9 June and work for 11 weeks until the end of the festival (full or part-time), b) start on 9 June and work for 3 weeks (full time) or c) to join us for the festival only. Jobs in the warehouse start at the beginning of July and are full-time until the middle of September. Please note the booksales warehouse is not located in Edinburgh; these jobs will be based in Livingston.  Warehouse jobs are advertised separately on our website.
In general staff are required to work an average of 48 hours per week (6 days out of 7) and are paid at the rate of £5.60 per hour. Some supervisory roles in each department will be paid accordingly.

We do not appoint without interviewing, and interviews will take place in May and June. 

Non-UK nationals must have, and be able to show proof of, a relevant visa to work in the UK if applying.
